We focused our work on 

student data and what the data is telling us. 

We analyzed the data every trimester while 

creating plans to improve learning for each 

student. 

For the 2016-17 school year, we continue our 

work on a collaboration plan, consistent with 

Professional Learning Communities, focused 

in the areas of mathematics and literacy. This 

collaboration plan provides time on a  

frequent basis for staff to set goals, create 

common assessments and lessons, evaluate 

progress and create interventions and exten-

sions for students. Finally, our School  

Improvement Team will work with their grade 

level teams on analyzing data from common 

assessments and to develop interventions and 

extensions for students in the areas of math 

and literacy as we work with all students to 

reach standard.
